Well this year could not be de-
scribed as uneventful. When I 
looked back on the last 12 
months, I feel we have built on 
the success of previous years as 
well as learnt a few valuable 
lessons. The fusarium we suf-
fered so badly from is now well 
behind us, even though we have 
had a couple of minor re occur-
rences.  The team have dealt 
with it immediately and hope-
fully without the majority of 
members ever noticing. Al-
though we will never be im-
mune to fusarium, we will treat 
it as soon as it’s detected to 
minimize the damage caused.  
I think you will agree the huge 
construction project around the 
6th, 7th and 8th has been a great 
success and has improved that 
part of the course hugely. I 
must again thank Des and the 
team for putting in many extra 
hours to help complete this pro-
ject and prepare the course for 
the start of the season after 
Andy had left for pastures new 
and before the work was com-
pleted. 
With Michael Frappell’s  arri-
val in May we have had an op-
portunity to review what we do 
and benefit Michael’s experi-
ence and his new ideas.  
Michael’s first few months here 
have been spent understanding 
the course and how it behaves, 
the equipment he has inherited 
and, of course getting to know 
the greens team. I know  
Michael has fitted in well and is 
liked and respected by the 
team, which is always the first 
hurdle for any new course man-
ager. I certainly am enjoying 
working with him and we are 

both keen to build on his initial 
successes over the coming 
years. 
We have strived to keep a high 
level of presentation of the 
course throughout the summer 
and avoid the peaks and troughs 
which we have had over previ-
ous years. For the most part I 
hope you will agree this has 
been achieved.   
The greens this summer have 
not been as quick as previous 
years. The main reason turned 
out to be a machine set-up issue 
which has been resolved and 
the speeds are now back to 
what I think is acceptable. We 
will be looking at improving 
this further, but without putting 
us at excessive risk of further 
disease or of losing the greens. 
You may have noticed we have 
not performed as much tining 
and dressing of the greens this 
summer, which was felt to be 
unnecessary this year and has 
greatly reduced the disruption 
to play. This does not mean we 
will not continue to maintain 
the greens next summer, it has 
just not been as necessary this 
year. 
As winter looms, my thoughts 
are about winter greens and 
tees. The construction project 
has removed two more mats 
from the winter course and we 
hope to continue this program 
in the future so that we can 
eventually dispense with them 
altogether. This winter we are 
intending to make more use of 
the proper tees by using the 
front of some of the yellows 
and only use mats or alternate 
areas when required. This ex-
periment will be dependent on 

the weather, along with how 
they take the wear and tear.  
Along with the preparation 
done to the winter greens over 
the summer, which I think are 
now much improved over pre-
vious years, we will have a  
better winter course than 
before.  
Drainage has been another hot 
topic over the years and Mi-
chael and I have discussed this 
at length. Our feeling is that we 
do have a lot of drains and 
ditches both on and surrounding 
the course, a lot of these are ei-
ther blocked or performing 
poorly.  Rather than committing 
to spending a large amount of 
your money on installing addi-
tional drainage, it is our inten-
tion to endeavour to get the 
drains we do have, working 
properly, and then target prob-
lem areas.   An example of this 
would be the 6th greenside  
Bunker.  Until the ditch behind 
the left hand hedge is cleared 
we won’t see much benefit 
from draining the bunker into 
the ditch.  
 
Finally I would like to thank the 
members of the course commit-
tee for their time and commit-
ment in helping to ensure we 
produce and develop a course 
that we hope satisfies the vast 
majority of the members.

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H&C Winter News—Ivan  Bills  
 
This years’ winter league will consist of eleven separate pairs comps of various formats. 
The best five scores by each pair will count towards qualification for the semi finals. In each 
competition points will be awarded as follows; 10 pts for 1st down to 1 pt for 10th and each 
comp will carry the normal prize fund, the first four are also fur and feathers or wines and 
spirits for which vouchers that may be redeemed at a supermarket will be awarded.  
The dates are as follows 10/10, 18/10, 25/10, 31/10, 15/11, 22/11, 9/01, 23/01, 30/01, 
14/02 & 27/02. Time sheets will be operated for the 25/10, 31/10, 15/11, 22/11, please use the ball trough for 
the other dates.  We will monitor the success of using the ball trough throughout the winter, but are fully aware 
that in the winter months with limited daylight and a very active membership,  space on the course will be at a 
premium,  and we may have to alter the starting arrangements.  If we do, we will keep you informed.  
 
 
Active/Inactive Handicaps  
The EGU have issued a directive that says anyone who hasn’t played three qualifying rounds between Jan 1 
and Dec 31 each year will now have an inactive handicap, this will be indicated with an “i” after your handicap 
on the master list.   At Cosby we have decided that you can play in all our comps with an inactive h/cap but not 
win a prize in any of our Honours Board comps or Officers days.  However, it would seem that most Clubs will 
not allow golfers with an inactive h/cap to play in their Open Comps. There is a list posted in the locker room 
with the names of all the members who currently have not played 3 qualifying rounds this year. We have  
scheduled 4 Roll-Up Stablefords to give members further opportunities to return scores in this calendar year 
(thereby allowing them to transfer back to having an active handicap) using the ball trough to commence play 
and paying £3 in the Pro Shop.  The dates are 28/11, 6/12, 12/12, 30/12 but are dependant on the course being 
fit and playing to its full length (yellow tees, not on Winter Tees or Greens).    Alternatively members may mark 

a card under competition conditions, provided the Supplementary Scores Book is filled out 
prior to playing.  The book is kept in the Locker Room next to the pigeon holes.  “Under Com-
petition Conditions” means that you should mark the card as if you were playing in either a 
Single Stableford or Single Medal, a “No Return” is not acceptable.

Q8  The line of putt extends beyond the hole  
Q9.  A player’s ball lies on top of a towel through the green. The player may remove the towel and drop the ball as near as pos-
sible to the spot where the ball lay on the towel, but not nearer the hole.  
Q10.  Snow and natural ice are either loose impediments or casual water at the option of the player.  
Q11. I f a player’s club strikes the ball more than once in the course of a stroke the player shall replace the ball and incurs a two 
stroke penalty -  
Q12.  A match play competition has a handicap allowance of ¾ difference in place. Player A has a handicap of 14 but by mis-
take he declares it to Player B as 15. Player B has a handicap of 4. Player A is disqualified.
